To all of our new CIS parents, | would like to welcome you to Cebu International School. | was elected as Chair of the
Board of Trustees last year, and have appreciated the chance and opportunity to serve the school in this capacity. Being
a Board of Trustee at CIS is a responsibility that is taken seriously, and together, as a Board, we are working on learning
more about international school governance. It is a time commitment, but it can be very rewarding, particularly when
we are all focused on the same goals and directing our efforts to achieving them.

As Chair, | was happy to see our healthy enrolment figures for the upcoming school year. Based on current figures, it
appears that we will have a higher starting enrolment than SY0809.

When parents join other international schools, they automatically become members of the governing body, however |
need to mention that it is different at CIS. To become a member of the CIS Corporation, you actually need to register
your membership and pay a membership fee of 200Php. For those ‘returning CIS parents’, the fee has increased from
the previous year, and even with this increase, we do not cover our Corporation expenses, and the school finances (your
tuition fees) support the shortfall.

There is a deadline for payment of the membership — please check the website for the date.
If you are new CIS parents, you can become Associate members in your first year, and thereafter in your 2™ and

subsequent years, full CIS Corporation members, providing you complete the documentation and make the necessary
payment.

BY-LAW REVISIONS

The CIS Board of Trustees have discussed the need for the Annual Meeting/Elections to be held in May of each school
year. This would require a By-law change. There are two good reasons to make the change; #1 is that newly elected
Board members in May have a chance to ‘learn the ropes’ over a less busy time of the school year for the governance
group, and #2 is that when a Board member leaves the country, or changes school at the end of the school year, they
cease to be a member of the Corporation and this therefore does not create a difficulty with Board meeting quorums if
the elections were in May, as opposed to being in September.

Our retained law firm, Sycip Salazar, have also reviewed our By-laws to ensure legal compliance and wording, and have
made some recommendations to CIS in order to ‘tidy’ up our By-laws. The Board is currently reviewing these
recommendations/revisions and hope to make a decision on any recommended changes at the next Board meeting. CIS
Corporation members will be advised on these revisions prior to the meeting.

For this issue, | would just like to point out some of the new faculty who have joined us in the middle and high school.

From Australia, Samantha Jeacle is joining our English department. She will also be taking over the TOK classes that |
was teaching and she will be introducing a one semester research skills/IB prep course that all students beginning the
11" grade will take.

Anne Carole Laborde is joining our ESL department. She is originally from France and has been teaching and working
overseas for a number of years, most recently at an international school in Tanzania.

You may have seen Aimee Bartolome on campus last year when she spent time on campus shadowing our previous
Filipino teacher and learning about our school.

Well, we have
several to tell you about.

First, of all we have improved the experience and expertise of our teaching staff. Research
tells us that without a doubt the biggest impact on student learning is the TEACHER! We
have four new homeroom teachers who bring a lot of experience to our international
school. I'd like to introduce them to you.

1- Ms. Henny McBurney is our new nursery teacher. Ms. McBurney hails from
Australia and has taught for over thirty years in Australia, Vietnam, and the Sudan.
Her major was in Early Childhood with an emphasis in art.

2- Ms. Lorraine Brockbank is our new first grade teacher. Ms. Brockbank is from New

The MAPs test is taken electronically and will give us v k ‘
almost instant results of our students’ abilities in Math and Language Arts.By  ~—— @g
learning the level of competency from the MAP testing our teachers will be able to

differentiate their lessons in order to meet the individual needs of their students

more concisely. We will be taking these tests in the next few weeks and again in the
spring to measure growth in our students and help us focus on areas of strength and
weakness in our program and curriculum.

These are just some of the individuals and activities that will make our 09/10 school year a memorable one here at Cebu
International School. |think you will agree with me it should be a stimulating and rewarding year.
